1. Sun - REURICH:  Jordan Thoms grew up in the community of Warden Woods in Toronto and came to know Jesus through the ministry of UP. He has been an UP StreetLeader in his community and now feels a call on his life to serve full time with UP. Pray that his love for Jesus would continue to grow and that his life will impact many for Jesus.  
2. Mon - CRANE: The GiA team in Lichinga now consists of the Cranes, the Houstons and Alan. Pray for the Houston family as they settle into their new surroundings.  Pray for the health and safety of all the team.
3. Tue - INJUSTICE: Pray that the challenges from the recent 50:50 series will continue to impact our thoughts and actions.  Pray that our hearts and lives will increasingly reflect Jesus’ heart for the poor and we will listen carefully, pray fervently, give generously, speak courageously and consume fairly.
4. Wed - NORTHERN THAI:  The Khon Muang live in the heart of what has been traditionally known as the ‘Golden Triangle’ and drugs, aids, sex, and family breakdown are major needs among these people. Pray that the message of Jesus will break through the barriers and release these people from their brokenness.  He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim freedom for the captives and release from darkness for the prisoners. Isa 61:1
5. Thu - HANDS OF HOPE:  Pray that the team will be able to communicate adequately with the people they are serving.  Pray for opportunities to share the love of Jesus by word and deed. If the team has the opportunity to hold a medical clinic, pray that their hands might be like the hands of Jesus as they tend these needy people.  
6. Fri – MORLEY: Pray for all the friends Garry and Nicola met while they were in Thailand. Pray that God will continue to work in their lives and that Garry and Nicola will find creative ways of continuing those relationships.
7. Sat - BOOLARNG: Pray that God would be watching over the Boolarng team as they travel to Taree today and settle into their accommodation. Pray that all adults and children involved in the program during the coming week will be kept safe and well.  
8. Sun - MORRIS: Pray for Lee and Lyn as they consider and pray about options for ministry that are currently available. Pray that God would draw their hearts to his perfect plan for them.
9. Mon - BOOLARNG: Pray for prepared hearts among the children so that the seed that is sown will fall on good soil.  The older program is operating under a new format this year. Pray that God will use the planned fun activities and relationships with team members to draw many of these young people to Jesus.

12. Thu - GLOBAL INTERACTION: Pray for that God will bless the work of GiA workers during 2012 as they minister cross-culturally and seek to empower communities to develop their own distinctive ways of following Jesus. Pray that God will enable them to understand and identify with the culture of the people among whom they live.
13. Fri - BOOLARNG: Pray for the special program today, the last day of the mission, with its carnival type atmosphere and jumping castle, gifts and BBQ etc.  Pray that many from the community of Purfleet will be drawn to join in and that there will be a real sense of the presence of God in all that happens. 
14. Sat - INTERNATIONAL FRIENDSHIP:  Pray that the Lord will draw many overseas students to study this year at Ourimbah University Campus and will make the way smooth for them.
15. Sun – HANDS OF HOPE: Pray for good health and safety for the team, for spiritual and emotional protection and for team harmony.  
16. Mon - OPERATION CHRISTMAS CHILD: Pray that the shoeboxes will open up opportunities for the children and their communities to receive further practical help.
17. Tue - CRANE:  Pray for wisdom for Jonno as he disciples R who has recently started following Jesus. Pray that R will have courage, understanding and faith and that his family will be awakened to the power and grace of God.
18. Wed - REURICH:  Pray that God will guide and bless Jeremy and Jessica as they mentor UP interns and build into their lives through their words and example. 28. Sat - OPERATION CHRISTMAS CHILD: Pray that the partner organisations who distributed the shoeboxes will have abundant opportunities to represent Jesus in those communities. Pray that they will be culturally sensitive, wise and loving in all their interactions.
29. Sun - REURICH: Pray that the Lord will provide for the financial needs of Urban Promise during this coming year as they seek to reach out to children and youth in the poorer communities of Toronto. Pray also that the Lord will raise up adequate partners and finances to meet Jeremy and Jessica’s needs this year.
